We are delighted to say that the CEDA
commissions, national sections and
working groups, have continued to
produce sterling work over the period.
We owe much to the many enthusiastic
and dedicated members that have been
willing to give up their valuable time, to
share their knowledge and expertise.
The level of member engagement has
never been so high and we are very
happy to see that so many members are
active. At various points, 145 individuals
from 80 companies were actively
engaged in various initiatives.

We are also indebted to our wider
supporters who come to our events,
engage in CEDA activities, and gener-
ally let us know that we are providing

a much-needed service to the industry
and our associated communities.
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This report outlines some of the activities that we have been
involved in, throughout 2018 and 2019 including:

Our key title, ‘Dredging for Sustainable Infrastructure’, was
jointly published in November 2018, in collaboration with
IADC. The first copy was presented, hot off the press, to
Dr Hartwig Kremer, Senior Programme Officer, Head of the
Global Environment Monitoring Unit, and liaison to WMO,
at the CEDA-IADC conference to celebrate its publication,
in Amsterdam, the Netherlands.

In conjunction with IADC and PIANC, we hosted a panel
session entitled ‘Dredging for Sustainable
Water Infrastructure’, based largely on the
book, at the second global session of the
UN Science Policy Business Forum on the
Environment, in March 2019, in Nairobi.
Recommendations from the Forum inform
the UN Environment Assembly and the
UN'’s work on the Sustainable Development
Goals. The event was a great opportunity to
share our members’ knowledge, and best
practice, with scientists, policy makers and
businesses, involved in the development of
water infrastructure projects worldwide.

We are keen to continue our work in getting

the wealth of knowledge compiled in the
book to a worldwide audience. With Anna Csiti
that in mind, we have also started General Manager
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discussions with the financial world to see whether we can
co-operate to improve the financial viability of sustainable
marine infrastructure projects.

e  WODCON XXII: Enhance the harmony between dredging
and ecology, Shanghai, China, April 2019. The CEDA
Papers Committee supported the 22" World Dredging

Congress & Exposition by selecting and reviewing 28
papers, from the CEDA region, for presentation.

o WODCON XXIII: CEDA will be organising the next event
in 2022 and planning is already underway. Put the date in
your diary: WODCON XXIIl will take place from 16"-20"
May 2022, at the Tivoli Congress Centre, Copenhagen,
Denmark. The theme will be ‘Dredging is changing’.

o Dredging Days 2019: As always, the Dredging Days
audience had high expectations for an interesting technical
programme and they were not disappointed. For those
who attended, it was a varied and entertaining event, at
which they could catch up on the latest developments
while also making important connections. We would like to
join Prof Cees van Rhee, the conference chair, in thanking
the technical committee, and everyone, especially the
sponsors, who attended and engaged to make this event
a success.

e Our working groups have been busy and during the period,
the Working Group on Beneficial Use of Sediment (WGBU)
published: Sustainable Management of the Beneficial Use

of Sediments: An information paper; Assessing the Benefits

of Using Contaminated Sediments: A position paper; and
an online resource of 38 case studies.

e The Working Group on Effective Contract-Type Selection
(WGECS) published the guidance paper, Effective
Contract-Type Selection in the Dredging Industry, in 2019,
to complement the work started by the well-received
Checklist for Successful Dredging Management.

e Itis CEDA’s turn to chair WODA (from April 2019 — May
2022). We are excited and proud to be taking the reins
and we look forward to further strengthening the co-oper-
ation with our sister associations.

2018 and 2019 were busy years in which we ran a number of
successful events. Highlights from the period include:

New Year’s Receptions

Our popular New Year’s Receptions, and General Assembly
meetings, are always a great start to the year. They are a time
to meet old friends and to express our New Year wishes.

In 2018, at the Antwerp Yacht Harbour, Freddy Aerts, Maritime
Access Department of Flanders, spoke about the improvement
project at the North Sea Port and the new lock, in Terneuzen,
to improve access to the Ghent area. In 2019, the Reception
was held in the historical ‘House of the Free Shipping People’
in Ghent. Our speaker, Daan Schalk, CEO of North Sea Port,
told us about the first international co-operation between the
ports of Ghent and the Dutch Zeeland Seaports (Vlissingen
and Terneuzen).

Young CEDA event

Visit of Dredging Equipment

In April 2018, Jan De Nul hosted a Young CEDA visit to the
Trailing Suction Hopper Dredger ‘Taccola’ and the Cutter
Suction Dredger ‘Ferndo de Magalhaes’. It was a nice

opportunity for many of our young colleagues and students
to get a more in-depth knowledge about the importance of
dredging in our ports.

Club evenings

Start-ups and SMEs in the Dredging Industry: In April
2018, we invited 3 small enterprises and start-ups to share
their innovations in the dredging and offshore industry. We
were delighted to find that the maritime world is alive and
kicking with continuous innovative effort. We heard from:
Thomas Van Hoestenberghe, Fluves, on ‘Innovations in
morphological monitoring with fiber optic sensors’, Bruno
Stuyts, Cathie Associates, on ‘Integrated approach of pile
driving risk management based on Pile Driving Monitoring and
machine learning’, and Gert De Sitter, 24Seas, on ‘Foundation
structural health monitoring in the Belgian North Sea’.

Scientific Coastal Research: In October 2018, we

focused on improving our scientific knowledge about coastal
processes. We heard from Prof J Monbaliu, Louvain, on

the CREST (Climate Resilient Coast) research programme,

Dr Maikel De Clercq, University of Ghent — VLIZ, on ‘Advanced
geophysical techniques — application in the North Sea’, and
Prof Peter Troch, University of Ghent, on 'Coastal & Ocean
Basin — a new large test facility in Oostend’.

Storm Surge Barrier Nieuwpoort: In May 2019, we

visited the construction site of the new storm surge barrier in
Nieuwpoort, on the Belgian Coast. After the site visit, hosted
by the JV Herbosch Kiere and Jan De Nul, we got the tech-
nical details about the project from Isabelle D’hooghe, Coastal
Service, and heard from Els Knaeps, VITO, on ‘Remote
sensing — a key element towards digitization’.
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Liesbeth De Keukelaere receives the IADC’s Young Author Award, at
CEDA Dredging Days 2019, for the paper ‘Using remote sensing for

water quality monitoring’ written with colleagues from VITO, including
Els Knaeps, and Jan De Nul.

WODCON XXIlI revisited: In October 2019, we revisited
the four Belgian papers presented at WODCON XXII. We
heard from Emile Lemey, Jan De Nul, on ‘A holistic approach
to coastal protection for the Prins Hendrik Polder’, Tomas
Sterckx, DEME, on ‘Coastbusters, ecosystem-based coastal
defence’, Boudewijn Decrop, IMDC, on ‘Near-field dispersion
of deep-sea mining plumes — detailed CFD simulations’ and
CEDA Board member, Kathleen De Wit, IMDC, on ‘CEDA’s
Checklist for Successful Dredging Management’.

The Dutch Section (CEDA-NL) focusses on the dissemination
of knowledge and creating a regional networking platform for
the dredging industry and associated professional communi-
ties. To help achieve this we worked closely with complemen-
tary branch organisations including the Royal Dutch Branch
Associations of Shipbuilders (KNVTS), the Hydrographic
Society Benelux (HSB) and Dutch Branch of the Association
for Offshore Energy (IRO).

In the last two years, CEDA-NL organised ten meetings.
Normally, we are aiming for 5 meetings per year, but due

to CEDA's flagship CEDA Dredging Days and the CEDA/
IADC Conference: ‘Dredging for a Sustainable Infrastructure’,
we have chosen to hold 5-5 meetings in 2018 and 2019.
Feedback from our members, and other participants, suggest
that, overall, our meetings have been successful.

The attendance and interaction of young professionals in
the CEDA community has continued to prosper and we are
delighted to have welcomed an increasing number of young
professionals to our events.

Highlights from the period include:

e January 2018, we looked at ‘Safety at work’. Three
high-profile speakers fuelled an in-depth discussion from
the perspective of both the client and the contractor.

e In March 2018 we discussed the future of offshore wind,
with presentations covering both innovations and the
financing issues.

e April 2018 focused on the newly built TSHD DC Orisant
and included views from the builders and owners.

e June 2018 we had a magnificent excursion to Marker
Wadden. Aided by a beautiful summer’s day, it proved to
be a very pleasant and highly interesting event.

e In September 2018 we looked at developments in sensor
technology and autonomous surveying.

e The first meeting of 2019 discussed corporate social
responsibility which has an increasing resonance in the
dredging community.

e March 2019’s meeting discussed ‘The impact of instal-
ment of wind parks on the environment’ with a focus
on legislation, environmental assessments, solutions
and economics.

e April 2019, we focused on the two newly built TSHDs —
Vox Amalia and Bonny River.

o May 2019, we looked at economics in ‘The future of the
dredging industry’ with particular reference to the associ-
ated Erasmus University research project.

e The October 2019 meeting covered the current issues
around plastic in our environment, with particular reference
to the ecological and environmental consequences.

Overall, 2018 and 2019 continued to be good years for

CEDA UK. In 2019, we continued our commitment to the
regions by holding our October Technical Seminar in Liverpool,
in conjunction with Young CEDA and the Port of Liverpool, and
our site visit was to the Port of Dublin.

Events and Activities
The following successful events were held in 2019:

e Dredging for Sustainable Infrastructure: official UK book
launch: The launch event provided the opportunity to hear
from three chapter authors, as well as speakers from the
dredging industry.

o Dredging and sustainability in northwest England: Young
CEDA event: Delegates were treated to a morning site visit
around the new deep-water container terminal, at the Port
of Liverpool, followed by an afternoon seminar.
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John Sargent Lecture - The plastic problem: An opportu-
nity to hear about Ocean Cleanup’s innovative technology
designed to tackle ocean plastic.

Dublin Port visit: A morning site visit, afternoon

seminar and networking event, organised in conjunc-
tion with the Port of Dublin, at its Alexandra Basin
Redevelopment Project.

An overview of the offshore wind industry: The audience
heard from industry specialists, representing dredging
contractors, ports and offshore wind infrastructure, on
specific aspects of the industry with a focus on dredging.
As is traditional, the last event of the year was followed
by the CEDA-UK annual Christmas drinks where guests
networked and continued the discussion.

Ocean Cleanup’s innovative system deployed.
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Future Events

The CEDA-UK committee members are looking forward to
our 2020 programme with great anticipation. We are plan-
ning several interesting site visits, depending on project
progress, and details will be posted on the CEDA website
when confirmed. The 2020 John Sargent Lecture will be on
the theme of ‘Working with Nature and Blue Carbon’ (title to
be confirmed). Our technical seminars in 2020 will be held in
May, October (a regional seminar hosted by Young CEDA) and
December (the end-of-year wrap up).

Liaison with Kindred Organisations

During 2018 and 2019, the committee continued to liaise

with kindred organisations including PIANC, the Federation

of Dredging Contractors (now dormant) and AINA. We
continue to work with the ICE, as part of its knowledge sharing
programme, and we are represented on the ICE Maritime
Panel by Paul Hesk.

Members of the committee are chairing the Thames Estuary
Partnership’s Dredging Liaison Group and helping to share
knowledge and best practice.

Input to Legislation

CEDA-UK takes an active interest in the development of
national and European legislation that may affect the dredging
industry. The UK focus has continued to be on the potential
impact of Brexit on maritime industries and CEDA-UK will
maintain a watching brief in 2020.

We have been successful in getting Cefas to join the committee.
Cefas provides technical advice on dredging and disposal
activities to the Marine Management Organisation (the UK’s

marine regulator). Having Cefas on board helps members to
keep abreast of legislation relating to dredging management in
the UK.

CEDA-UK attends the UK Water Framework Directive/Marine
Strategy Framework Directive Navigation Sector Group. The
group provides a forum for the navigation industry and govern-
ment to liaise over legislative progress.

Committee members have continued to play an active role
in wider CEDA activities. Will Shields and Michael Costaras
represent the CEDA-UK committee on the CEDA Board.

The conference chair, Prof Cees van Rhee takes a look back
at an exciting event.

On the first day of Dredging Days 2019, the audience was
promised an interesting programme and they were not
disappointed. We enjoyed presentations and discussions on a
variety of subjects and the content can be laid out in a pattern
similar to the dredging cycle.

As we all know, dredging starts with the excavation process,
so first we heard presentations on rock cutting, water injec-

tion dredging, cutter spillage and boulder removal with a
large plough-like structure. We also heard about the dynamic
response of a Cutter Suction Dredger due to the interaction
between the cutter and sail.

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The content can be laid out in a pattern similar to the dredging cycle.

In relation to the next stage of the dredging cycle, hydraulic
transportation, we heard the latest on a Euler-Euler multiphase
flow simulation. That was followed by the suction behaviour of
a pump which was investigated with experiments using small
3D printed impellers. Next, under the deposition phase, we
heard about hopper sedimentation and the capping of soft
sediment in a reclamation project.

All these processes are energy intensive, and generate CO,
emissions, and a panel of experts were on hand to share
their views, in a lively discussion, on energy transition in the
dredging industry. Also related to alternative energy carriers,
we heard a presentation on the higher sensitivity of alternative

fuel on large load variations which often occur during dredging.

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Looking at the bigger picture, we had papers with real-life case
studies including a dredging project in Monaco and the New
Lock at Terneuzen. Also, of importance were the contributions
on sediment management strategies, ecosystem services, and
beneficial use of sediments.

All dredging activities need a proper contractual framework,
and thorough production estimates, and these topics were
highlighted throughout the two-day programme. Possibly
less technical, but still very interesting and entertaining, was
the excellent and well-prepared interactive session on the
‘Social licence’.

All-in-all, Dredging Days 2019 was a very interesting, enter-
taining and varied event. | would like to thank everyone,
and especially the sponsors, who attended and engaged to
make this event a success. We would not be able to do it
without you.

Sadly, Dredging Days 2019 is now behind us, but the
Technical Committee are already looking forward to seeing you
at the next CEDA Dredging Days!

The primary focus of the commission
for the last 2 years was on evaluating
CEDA's business model. We have
succeeded in being more active with
new commissions and more active
members. However, this has required
more effort from Anna Csiti and Yvonne Wim Klomp
Duivenman, in the already stretched Chair
CEDA Secretariat. In addition, the

positive balance of the CEDA Dredging Days is reducing,
which has increased the financial challenge of generating the
necessary income to maintain all our activities. For the list of
volunteers who run CSC see page 34.

CSC regularly meets at the Tideway offices, in Breda.

With that in mind, the following actions
have been implemented, during the
period, in an attempt to attract more
corporate members and balance
income against expenditure. CEDA has
been working to:

e improve communication by news-
letter to corporate and indi-
vidual members. In this activity,
Anna, and the Communication
Commission, has been supported
by Deborah Rowe;

e approach companies to become corporate members in
the Netherlands (ongoing) and UK (planned). Letters of
recommendation, from CEOs of corporate members, have
been drafted and lists of potential companies drawn up;

e analyse CEDA's membership drivers, benefits and offers;

e acritically review the 2019 budget. We may, for instance,
decide to produce an annual report every two years; and

e evaluate the set-up of the Dredging Days (ongoing).

We are also discussing a potential restructuring of CEDA.
We are keen to thoroughly review our costs (especially third-
party expenses), while ensuring that we continue to look
beyond our own organisation.

CEDA operates in a highly competitive environment. The
sheer number of commercial conference organisers, offering
dredging events, is increasing and we believe that to be one
of the reasons for the reduced attendance at Dredging Days.
Although we are not afraid of the competition, sadly many of
these events have been of a lower quality than our members
have come to expect. With this in mind, we are evaluating the
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Dredging Days to ensure it improves on the technical quality
and organisational standards, to become a stronger event that
serves the needs of the dredging industry.

Finally, the working group, set up by the Strategy Commission,
to organise a web-based research portal has begun its work.
The portal will facilitate collaborations between problem
owners, problem solvers and potential project partners. The
working group will be supported by the Educational Activities
Committee and is still in search of more active participants.

We organised a number of events during the period, including
a seminar in London which gave attendees a flavour of what it
was like to work in the industry. They heard from five enthusi-
astic speakers, from leading organisations, who talked about

their experiences and the opportunities available in the sector.

Visiting the locks in IJmuiden, the Netherlands.

Visit to IUmuiden Locks: On 29" March 2018, we had a joint
excursion, with Young PIANGC, to the locks of I[Jmuiden for 100
students and young professionals.

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OBJECTIVES FOR 2020-2021

Our programme of activities within the commissions, Young
CEDA and the national sections, and our work with the
International Conventions and groups within the European
Commission, are very important to the work that we do. We
look forward to taking those activities to the next level in the
coming two years.

Here are just some of the initiatives that we are developing and

working on:

o We will issue at least 4 information and/or guidance
papers. These will be by our working groups on setting
turbidity limits, energy efficiency of dredging projects,
seafloor integrity and soil investigations.

o Together with IADC, we will develop and present two-day
courses on Dredging for Sustainable Infrastructure based
on the book with the same title, and specialist courses on
topics such as modelling and monitoring turbidity.

e Convinced of the unique value of our joint book, Dredging
for Sustainable Infrastructure, we are working on getting
organisations, such as the World Bank and OECD, to
add it to their recommended lists of books and relevant
knowledge sources.

o We will continue our dialogue with the financial community
to improve the investment viability of sustainable marine
and freshwater infrastructure projects.
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o We will provide you, as CEDA members, with a new regular
source of dredging news. Sadly, as we go to press, with
the Annual Report, we have to say goodbye to IHS DPC,
which has been CEDA's official magazine for 42 years.

e  We will organise CEDA Dredging Days, our flagship
conference, in a renewed format in 2021.

o Inthe coming years, a lot of work will go into making sure
the worldwide dredging community is treated to an unfor-
gettable WODCON XXIII.

During WODCON XXII in Shanghai, the WODA Board decided
that the three sister associations in WODA will work together
to produce international guidelines on topics of common
interests. This work will be guided by a WODA Technical
Orientation Committee, which will report to the WODA Board.
We expect to make considerable progress, in the next two
years, with the first report resulting from this initiative.

As you may have read in the Strategy Commission report, we
have already been busy re-shaping the association’s business
model. We want to ensure that we generate the necessary
income to maintain and improve all our activities. By the time
we finish this work, we will have a more robust and sustainable
association, which can serve the growing professional needs
of our members for many more years to come.
