The Conference

Nationals of the countries listed below can obtain a visa upon arrival at the Qatar International Airport.  Passports should be valid for more than 6 months on arrival: United States of America Britain, France, Italy, Germany, Canada, Australia, New Zealand, Japan, Netherlands, Belgium, Luxembourg, Switzerland, Austria, Sweden, Norway, Denmark, Portugal, Ireland, Greece, Finland, Spain, Monaco, Vatican, Iceland, Andorra, San Marino, Liechtenstein, Brunei, Singapore, Malaysia, Hong Kong, and South Korea.

Those countries listed can obtain a 1 month tourist visa on arrival at Doha International Airport.  The cost of the visa will be US $28.00 per person per passport, which has to be paid at Doha Airport upon arrival.
The cost of the tourist visa is non-refundable.  Payment can be made at any of the immigration desks at the arrival hall of Doha International Airport with the following credit card; Vis; Visa Electron; MasterCard; Maestro and E-Cash (a pre-paid credit card that can be bought in the arrival lounge with cash).
